Snow Plowing Policy 
Street Plowing

The village has the responsibility of plowing all village streets such that traffic can safely flow.    When necessary the village will haul away snow in order to keep traffic lanes open.    The village also has the responsibility of keeping major streets open and clear.   This includes M-26 from MacDonald St. to 10th St. up to the village limit and Bootjack Rd. from M-26 to Gregoire St.    By mutual agreement MDOT has agreed to plow 10th St. from the Calumet Hill down to Calumet St. 

Sidewalk Plowing

The village has the responsibility of plowing the sidewalks on major streets such as M-26 and Bootjack Rd. to the village limits.    In such cases where businesses are off M-26, the village has the responsibility of keeping sidewalks clear up to and including those businesses.   This policy includes the following:
· the north side of 1st St. from M-26 to Hecla,

· the north and south side of 2nd St. from M-26 to Hecla,

· the north and south side of 3rd St. from Front St. to Hecla,

· the south side of 4th St. from Front St. to M-26,

· the north side of 6th St. from M-26 past the Post Office,
· the north and south sides of 9th St. from M-26 to Gregoire St.

· the east side of Front St. from 9th past De La Terre,

· the south side of 10th St. from M-26 to Maple St.

Parking Lot Plowing

The village will not perform any parking lot plowing in the village except by specific contract.     This contract plowing, when accepted, will have lower priority than streets and sidewalks.    The charges upon implementation of this policy for contract plowing will be $0.30/sq. ft. of lot for hauling snow away and $0.60/sq. ft. of lot for plowing.    The charges for this contract work will be set by resolution of the Village  Council and will be billed annually.
