Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier updated the Council on the latest information regarding the EPA progress on the Village park clean-up issue. He said the timetable seemed to indicate a plan to do the work next year although no concrete plans or schedules were as yet determined.
He also said he would draft a letter to the elected representatives informing them about the proposed project just to keep them informed. He said he would circulate the draft for approval at the next meeting.
Police Report:

Chief Rosemurgy gave a brief report on the 4th of July weekend. He and the Council thanked the NMU Public Safety for providing cadets to patrol on the holiday in an observe-and-report role. He requested a review of the lighting on the corner of MacDonald Street as the officers were not very visible during the busy flight of traffic after the fireworks. A motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the report as submitted. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Fire Report:

Chief Miller reviewed the 4th weekend from the fire department perspective as well. He said a full financial reckoning was not yet done but he would have one by the following meeting. A motion was made by trustee Miller and supported by Trustee Hoffman to approve the report as submitted. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Downtown Development Authority:


Chairman Pummill gave a brief update on the projects being looked at by the DDA and on the Farmer’s Market.

Executive (Chair: President Schuldt):


Union negotiations were to be covered in closed session at the end of the meeting.
Infrastructure:    
Poirier introduced a quote for VFDs for the well house. VFDs were electrical units installed to power electrical motors on gradually sso as to minimize demand charges and lower electrical costs. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the quote for the unit(s) deemed to be the most advantageous by the Village engineer to the Village, up to the high quote of $3,345.00. Poll vote: Yes: Aittama, Heide, Schraufnagel, Hoffman, Reese, and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried.
Property & Equipment 
Poirier said one bid had been received for the lot placed on bids at the last meeting in Sibilsky Acres II. He opened it and announced that Jerry Buschell had bid $6,100 for Lot 48 in Sibilsky Acres II. After a brief review a motion was made by Trustee Heide and supported by Trustee Hoffman to accept the bid with the provision that proper drainage measures be taken if a driveway is formalized out to Garden Street. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Poirier said that dump trucks were the top priority for equipment and that he still hoped not to require a bond for equipment. Schuldt asked him to get a hard number that was available to borrow under the cap set by State Law and Poirier said he would have it early in the week.

Poirier said the crew had come up with a plan for the issue at the top of 8th Street and he would run it by the involved parties.

· 20 yrs and after
9 hrs per pay period (234hrs/yr)
