
Lake Linden Village Council
Regular Meeting

August 20th, 2020

The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to the roll: Reese, Hoffman, Codere, Heide, Moyle and Miller. 
Approval of Minutes:

The July regular meeting minutes and minutes from the July 23rd special meeting were presented. A motion was made by Trustee Heide and supported by Trustee Miller to approve them. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in a motion from Trustee Reese, supported by Trustee Codere to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Several members of the Lake Linden-Hubbell Sportsman’s club were on hand to present plans for the addition of a pistol range at the club. The land was owned by the Village and leased to the club and a provision in the lease called for Council approval when clearing trees. After the presentation the Council expressed support for the project and the Club and a motion was made by Trustee Miller and supported by Trustee Reese to approve the Club’s request for whatever changes would support the proposed plan. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He went over the footnotes for each of the funds.
After a brief discussion and questions a motion was made by Trustee Heide and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:

Poirier said he had attended online informational meetings for the Water Assistance programs under which the State would provide monies to utilities to offset delinquent customer bills that could not be turned off because of the executive order. He said the Village was involved and when more information presented he would update the Council.

Police Report:
The police report was read into the record. A motion was made by Trustee Codere and supported by Trustee Hoffman to accept. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Fire Report:
A report on recent activity was presented by Chief Miller. A motion to accept the report was made by Trustee Reese and supported by President Schuldt. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Chief Miller said the Village was successful in securing a grant through the Assistance to Firefighters program for new turnout equipment. Details on the amounts were forthcoming and would be presented.
He added that the preparations for the watercross event were nearly complete.
Public Works Report:

Poirier gave a brief rundown on the items in the public works report.  Most bulleted items were discussed under other parts of the meeting.
Downtown Development Authority:

Chai Pummill gave a brief summary of the DDA grant program for district businesses and he had received positive feedback and thanks from those who received assistance.
Executive (Chair: President Schuldt):

President Schuldt went over the details of the meeting with the union membership on the new contract. After going over some of the points the matter was tabled pending details on costs for a MERS provision and tentative pay increases. 

Poirier introduced the packet for the annual insurance premium.  He said the premium quote was about $1,000 less than the previous year.  A discussion took place regarding the optional Cyber Liability Coverage. A motion was then made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to accept the quote for package insurance and to decline the optional coverage for cyber liability. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Infrastructure:    

Poirier said that the water meter bond proceeds had been received and the payment to Miller Canfield for legal services had been made. He gave a summary on the installation progress to date.  

He also informed the Council that the additional paving projects approved at the previous meeting were scheduled to begin any time.

Poirier presented two pay estimates for the roofing projects on water system facilities. He said they were prepared by Traverse Engineering and recommended for payment. After a brief discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the payment of the previously approved amount of $6,500.00 to A-1 General Contracting, pending a final inspection by Village DPW. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Poirier then presented a pay estimate for the completion of the reservoir roof by McGrath, Inc. The amount was for $46,320.00, less than the previously approve bid amount. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Codere to approve payment of the final pay estimate. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Property & Equipment 
Poirier said he was working on terms through John Deere financing for the purchase of the compact tractor. He said the advantage was it would not count against the Village borrowing limit.
Public Safety & Policy: 

Trustee Codere said a clause in the water ordinance to create a fine for tampering with water meters should be expanded to include the new electronic readers since they were almost as much as the meter. Poirier said he would prepare amendment for the next meeting.
Parks & Recreation


Poirier presented the grant agreement from the DNR for the application to the DNR for dock repairs. After a brief summary a motion was made by Trustee Moyle and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the terms of the agreement and authorize the clerk and President to sign the appropriate documents. Poll vote: Yes: Moyle, Heide, Reese, Miller, Hoffman and Schuldt. No: None. Abstain: Codere. Motion was carried.  

Torch Lake Area Sewage Authority


Trustee Heide said expected funding for the capital project could be fast-tracked and that he would keep the Council posted. Changes in billing for the Authority were discussed and would also be investigated.
