Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Dave Saxton from the Lake Linden-Hubbell Sportsman’s Club was on hand to discuss the insurance policy on the clubhouse. He presented a policy that would be in addition to the Village’s coverage.  A discussion ensued regarding the scope of the coverage and the need for it, centering on the lease agreement. It was decided that the Village would look into raising the coverage amount, the cost of doing so, and possibly amending the lease. Poirier introduced the MDOT maintenance contract for the State trunkline, which had been discussed at the previous meeting. He said the agreement was mostly unchanged from previous agreements and would set Village trunkline responsibilities for maintenance for the next four+ years. After a brief discussion, a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Reese to authorize the clerk to sign the agreement on behalf of the Village and accept the terms outlined therein. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Poirier presented the MDOT trunkline budget and a brief discussion about the amount and process.
Poirier introduced the perspective SEMCo franchise agreement extension that had been discussed at previous meetings and recommended that the Council approve the terms. After a brief discussion, a motion was made by trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Codere to agree to the terms and authorize the process for adoption. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

The police report was read into the record. A motion was made by Trustee Codere and supported by Trustee Reese to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
